The first item has to do with insurance certificates. At this point any GSR's or group’s reps can call the RSO and ask for a copy of the insurance certificate. These are provided free of charge at the RSO's expense and at the cost of the special workers time. It is my understanding that certificates of insurance are made available to all RCM's, yet for some reason Areas like to wait until the last possible moment and then request of them expedited from the RSO special worker. What I have proposed to the board is that we would distribute them to the RCM's the way that they are now and our Secretary would keep a copy of it available for anyone who needs it. Expedited requests could still be with the RSO’s special worker but there would be a cost associated with that. Regular requests from anyone throughout the Region, unable to get a hold of their RCM, could still route to the Secretary or to Admin and copies of the insurance certificate could be provided free of charge.
