Open Forum Discussion Items (not previously mentioned):
· There are now RSC Yahoo Discussion Groups for every committee, including Fire Camps and the RSC at large.
· Medical Marijuana – read pg. 51 of the PR Handbook for the best answer to this issue.
· Consensus-Based Decision Making – a work in progress at the RSC.
· EIN/TIN Presentation about Bulletin 32 (NAWS)
· EIN/TINs are now required for setting up bank accounts – if a person uses their social security number, or their personal bank account, they run the risk of being taxed on the money as their personal income.
· A group does not have to get 501(c)3 not-for-profit status to get one.
· A group needs to have more than $5,000/year in transactions to qualify for it
· Lake County ASC has one, so not an issue for us.
· Regional Nominating Panel has been voted in. 
· They serve from January to June of each year. Members must have 4 years clean; not be currently serving on the RSC, RSO, NCCNA – or plan to serve on those committees during the year; and have regional experience.
· The committee works with the Regional Pool Forms and finds people to nominate for service with the RSC, RSO and NCCNA committee.
